Introducing the new Palliative Care
assessment

The interRAI Palliative Care instrument is on its way to Home Care assessors throughout
New Zealand. It offers an alternative for Home Care assessors to be used with clients

living in the community and with a terminal condition or prognosis. The assessment
focuses on items like, for example, managing pain and fatigue, and preparing for the need
for increased support. Palliative Care assessments are shorter than Home Care
assessments.

Some CAPs and outcome scores are different, so it is a good idea to become familiar with
the new assessment if you are going to be reading those, for example, as interRAl

assessor in aged residential care.

We found that many of the points raised could be addressed in other ways. The new
National Standards launched at the NZACA Conference and the ‘Integrating interRAl into
your facility’ workshops aim to reduce duplication and streamline how interRAI fits with
your local processes.
